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Kommissionen har med forslaget fremsat forslag til @ndring af EU-maksimalgransevardier
(MRLs) for elleve pesticidrester. Forslaget indebarer, at visse greensevardier reduceres eller
fastsettes til lavest mulige bestemmelsesgranse, at der fasts®tte grensevardier for visse stof-
fer, som hidtil ikke har veret sundhedsmassigt vurderet, samt at visse gransevardier forhg-
jes.

Forhgjelsen af visse af grensevaerdieme sker som fglge af tilladelse til nye anvendelser i hen-

hold til god landbrugsmassig praksis.

Kommissionen vurderer, at de foreslaede greenseverdier for det maksimale restindhold er

sundhedsmassigt acceptable efter de retningslinier, som er fastlagt af Verdenssundhedsorga-

nisationen WHO.

En risikovurdering af forslagets greenseveardier foretaget af Fgdevaredirektoratet pa baggrund

af den danske kostmodel og gennemfgrt efter de retningslinier, der anbefales af WHO, viser,

at der ikke er sundhedsmassige problemer.

Forslaget er i overensstemmelse med den danske mélsztning om, at den sundhedsmessige 1i-
siko ved indtagelse af fgdevarer med pesticidrester bliver sa lav som muligt, og at det generel-
le niveau for indhold af pesticidrester bliver si lavt som muligt under hensyntagen til de god-

kendte anvendelser og den laveste analytiske bestemmelsesgrense.

En vedtagelse af forslaget skgnnes samlet set at forgge beskyttelsesniveauet, idet de af forsla-
gets grensevardier, som haves, er fastsat efter de vedtagne retningslinier for den sundheds-

massige vurdering, og resten af grensevardierne reduceres pd baggrund af ny sundhedsmas-

sig viden.

Regeringen agter pa den baggrund at tilslutte sig forslaget, som det foreligger, eller at accepte-

re eventuelle justeringer under forudsetning af, at de vurderes at vere sundhedsmeessigt ac-

ceptable.

Baggrund

Kommissionen har ved SANCO/10533/2002 fremsat forslag til ®ndring af EU-maksimal-

grensevardier (MRLs) for elleve pesticidrester.

Forslaget er fremsat med hjemmel 1:

o Artikel 10 i Radets direktiv 86/362/EQF om fastszttelse af maksimalgrensevardier for

indholdet af pesticidrester i og pa kom.

e Artikel 10 1 Radets direktiv 86/363/E@F om fastszttelse af maksimalgranseverdier for

indholdet af pesticidrester i og pa levnedsmidler af animalsk oprindelse.

e Artikel 7 i Radets direktiv 90/642/EQF om fastszttelse af maksirﬁalgraensevzerdier for pe-

sticidrester p& og i visse produkter af vegetabilsk oprindelse, herunder frugt og grgntsager
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Forslag om midlertidige maksimalgrensevardier for s vidt angar rester af de pesticider, som
er optaget pa bilag I (positivlisten) af direktiv 91/414, behandles i en III a-procedure 1 Den
Stéende Komité for Fgdevarekeden og Dyresundhed.

den 12.-13. marts 2003.

Nerheds- og proportionalitetsprincippet

Der redeggres ikke nzrmere for nerheds- og proportionalitetsprincippet, da der er tale om

gennemfgrelsesbestemmelser til allerede vedtagne retsakter.

Formal og indhold

Kommissionen foreslar pa baggrund af ny toksikologisk viden fastszttelse af harmoniserede
grensevardier for phosmet og fenamiphos til den laveste analytiske bestemmelsesgranse
(LOD) for alle fgdevaregrupper med undtagelse af grensevardier for fenamiphos pé ®bler,

ananas og bananer, hvor der foreslas en greensevardi pa 0.05 mg/kg.
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For chlormequat foreslas en forlengelse fra 31. juli 2003 til 31. juli 2006 af den midlertidige
grenseverdi for peerer fastsat i direktiv 2001/35/EF. Anvendelsen af chlormequat pa parer
har i visse medlemslande fgr 2000 ikke overholdt anvendelsesbetingelserne, og dette har fort
til en rekke overskridelser af den tidligere fastsatte maksimalgrensevardi. Direktiv 2000/42/
EF fastsatte derfor en grensevardi pa den analytiske bestemmelsesgranse, der helt ville for-
hindre en fortsat anvendelse af stoffet. Ny information viste imidlertid, at chlormequat fandtes
i de fglgende ars hgstede pzrer, selvom sprgjtning er indstillet. En tidsbegrenset greenseveerdi
pa 0,5 mg/kg geldende indtil 1. august 2003 blev derfor fastsat i direktiv 2001/35/EF for at
sikre, at prer fra treer, der tidligere har veret behandlet med chlormequat efter god land-
brugsmassig praksis (GAP), fortsat var lovlige selvom yderligere behandling af paretreer ik-
ke leengere er tilladt. Det viser sig nu, at der er behov for forl&ngelse af perioden fgr graense-

vardien pa LOD handhzves.

For methamidophos foreslas geldende EU MRLs pa baggrund af ny toksikologisk viden re-
duceret for blommer fra 0,3 mg/kg til 0,01 mg/kg, for tomater fra 0,5 mg/kg til 0,01 mg/kg,
for agurker fra 1 mg/kg til 0,01 mg/kg, for blomster- og hovedkél fra 0,5 mg/kg til 0,01 mg/
kg.

Forslaget omfatter herudover maksimalgrensevardier for rester af pesticider, som fglge af til-
ladelse til nye anvendelser i henhold til god landbrugsmassig praksis (GAP) . Se mere neden-
for om GAP under afsnittet Generel Teknisk Information. Kommissionen har modtaget infor-
mation om nye eller ndrede anvendelser for en rekke pesticider, s de geldende EU MRL
m4 revideres. Grznsevardien for lambdacyhalothrin pd mandariner og citroner foreslas hzvet
fra 0,02 mg/kg til 0,1 mg/kg, grensevardien for kresoximmethyl pa jordbar fra 0,2 mg/kg til
1 mg/kg, grensevardien for 2,4-D for appelsiner fra 0,05 mg/kg til 2 mg/kg. For folpet pd
forarslpg foreslas gransevardien havet fra 0,1 mg/kg til 2 mg/kg, pé salat og lignende fra 0,1
mg/kg til 2 mg/kg, pa friske urter fra 0,1 mg/kg til 5 mg/kg, pa spinat fra fra 0,1 mg/kg til 10
mg/kg samt for mancozeb pé radiser fra 0,2 mg/kg til 2 mg/kg. Grenseverdien for azoxystro-
bin for hindbzr og brombear foreslas havet fra 0,05 mg/kg til 2 mg/kg, for knoldselleri fra
0,05 mg/kg til 0,5 mg/kg, for forarslgg fra 0,05 mg/kg til 2 mg/kg, for blomkal fra 0,05 mg/kg
til 0,5 mg/kg, for hvid- og rgdkal fra 0,05 mg/kg til 0,3 mg/kg, for sojabgnner fra 0,05 mg/kg
til 0,5 mg/kg.



Pesticiderne kresoximmethyl og azoxystrobin er optaget pa positivlisten i direktiv 91/414 om
markedsfgring af plantebeskyttelsesmidler, s& anvendelserne er godkendt i medlemslandene
efter de strengeste krav til den sundhedsmessige vurdering. De gvrige pesticider er endnu ik-
ke blevet vurderet for optagelse pa positivlisten af direktiv 91/414. Der er derfor pa EU niveau
ikke fastsat fzlles toksikologiske tzrskelveardier udtrykt i det acceptable daglige indtag (ADI)
og den akutte reference dosis (ARfD), og til vurdering af forslagets graensevardier ma hvert
enkelt medlemsland derfor foretage sine egne sundhedsmassige vurderinger af de to toksiko-

logiske tzrskelverdier.

I Radets forordning nr. 2377/90 om en fzlles fremgangsmade for fastszttelse af maksimal-
grensevardier for restkoncentrationer af veterinzermedicinske praparater i animalske lev-
nedsmidler er der fastsat grenseverdier for restindhold af veterinzr anvendelse af deltameth-
rin p4 fjerkre. Der er ligeledes for fjerkrekgd og ®g fastsat grensevardier for deltamethrin
for restindholdet fra pesticid anvendelse pa foderafgrgder i bilaget til direktiv 86/363/EQF.
Kommissionen foreslar derfor, at greenseverdierne for pesticidrester i de animalske produkter

ophaves, og at greensevardierne for veterinzr anvendelsen bibeholdes, sa der ikke er konflikt

mellem to regelsat.

De grensevardier for restindhold, som fastsattes, optages i bilagene til fglgende direktiver:
o Radets direktiv 90/642 — vegetabilske produkter, herunder frugt og grentsager
e Rédets direktiv 86/362 — korn og kornprodukter

e Radets direktiv 86/363 — animalske produkter (restindhold fra fodermidler)

Kommissionen vurderer, at de foresldede grensevardier for det maksimale restindhold er

sundhedsmassigt acceptable efter de retningslinier, som er fastlagt af Verdenssundhedsorga-

nisationen WHO.
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Kommissionen anfgrer, at forslaget vil blive notificeret over for WTO, og at anmodninger fra

tredjelande om fastszttelse af importgrensevardier vil blive vurderet, fgr den endelige vedta-

gelse af direktivet.

Udtalelser

Europa-Parlamentet skal ikke udtale sig om forslaget.

Geeldende dansk ret

Der er fastsat EU maksimalgrenseveardier i pesticidbekendtggrelsen for phosmet pa te, samt
for methamidophos, lambdacyhalothrin, folpet og mancozeb for alle fgdevaregrupper. Der er
endvidere fastsat provisoriske eller endelige EU maksimalgra@nsevardier for kresoximmethyl
og azoxystrobin. Der er fastsat en midlertidig EU MRL for chlormequat pa parer. For delta-
methrin er der fastsat grenseveardier for fjerkrekgd og g i bade i pesticidbekendtggrelsen
samt i lzgemiddelforordning nr. 2377/90. Der er vedtaget grensevardier for 2,4-D i direktiv

2002/97/EF, som er under implementering.

Konsekvenser

En vedtagelse af forslaget skgnnes samlet set at forgge beskyttelsesniveauet, idet de af forsla-
gets greenseverdier, som haves, er fastsat efter de vedtagne retningslinier for den sundheds-

massige vurdering, og resten af grensevardierne reduceres pa baggrund af ny sundhedsmas-
sig viden.
Vedtages forslaget, kan det implementeres ved @ndring af pesticidbekendtggrelsen.

Forslaget har ingen statsfinansielle eller samfundspkonomiske konsekvenser.

Hgring
Forslaget har veret sendt i hgring i en r&ekke organisationer og offeﬁtlige myndigheder i hen-

hold til fgdevarelovens § 6 samt veret 1 hgring 1 §2-udvalget.

Fpdevarelndustrien i Dansk Industri har bemzrket, at man er positiv overfor, at der med for-

slaget sker en sundhedsmasig vurdering af pesticiderne.

Generel teknisk orientering

Den sundhedsmeassige vurdering efter WHOs retningslinier fgrer til fastleggelsen af stoffets
faregreense NOAEL (No Adverse Effect Level) ud fra dyreforspg. Dette niveau udtrykker det
hgjeste indhold af pesticidrester, der netop ikke har skadelig effekt pa sundheden.

Ud fra NOAEL fasts@tter man et acceptabelt dagligt indtag for stoffet, ADI. ADI er den
mengde af stoffet, som et menneske kan spise hver dag hele livet uden sundhedsmassige be-
teenkeligheder. Da man gnsker en stor sikkerhedsfaktor, bliver ADI’en typisk sat til at vere en
100-del af faregrensen. Faktoren afhenger af, hvor godt den sundhedsmassige vurdering er
dokumenteret i forhold til menneskelig pavirkning. Der fastszttes endvidere en akut referen-
cedosis, ARfD. ARfD er den mangde af stoffet, som et menneske kan indtage i lgbet af én
dag uden sundhedsmessige betznkeligheder. Ogsé her er der i vurderingen indbygget en stor

sikkerhedsfaktor af samme stgrrelsesorden som for ADIL

En grensevaerdi for restindhold af et pesticid vil kun blive godkendt, hvis den f@rer til et ind-

tag af pesticidet, som ligger under det acceptable daglige indtag eller den akutte referencedo-

sis.

Det kan til orientering oplyses, at GAP (Good Agricultural Practice) er et internationalt aner-
kendt princip for landbrugsproduktion, hvorefter man kun mé anvende netop den mangde pe-
sticid, der er ngdvendig for at opné den gnskede virkning i produktionen. Da landbrugspro-
duktion i hgj grad er afhengig af klimatiske forhold, vil den ma&ngde pesticid, der er ngdven-
dig for at opn den gnskede virkning i produktionen, variere naturligt mellem EU’s medlems-
lande. GAP fastsattes i Danmark af Miljgstyrelsen ud fra en vurdering af mengden af pesti-
cid, som er ngdvendig for at opna det gnskede formal (bekempelse af plantesygdomme og
lignende), anvendelseshyppighed og sprgjtefrist fgr hgst. For nogle 'kombinationer af pestici-
der og produkter har Danmark en GAP, der ligger hgjt sammenlignet med andre EU-lande, for

andre kombinationer har Danmark en lav GAP.
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EU’s fastlagte procedure for harmonisering af gr&nsevardier for restindhold af pesticider ta-
ger hensyn til det land, som har den hgjeste GAP og dermed det hgjeste restindhold af et gi-
vent pesticid. Det er saledes de hgjeste vaerdier af restindhold af pesticider, som bliver ophgjet
til harmoniseret EU-maksimalgrensevardier. Det er selvfglgelig under betingelse af, at stoffet
opfylder de fastlagte kriterier for godkendelse af pesticider, og at restindhold som fglger af en
anvendelse i henhold til hgjeste GAP ikke forer til en overskridelse af det acceptable daglige

indtag eller den akutte referencedosis for det pdgeldende pesticid.

Det bemarkes, at danske landmand skal fglge den nationalt fastsatte GAP i1 anvendelse af pe-
sticider, uanset at EU’s grenseveardier for restindhold af pesticider i de feerdige produkter

matte give mulighed for en stgrre anvendelse af pesticider i produktionen.

Endelig kan det til orientering oplyses, at pesticider kun mé indgé i landbrugsproduktionen,
hvis deres specifikke anvendelser er godkendt. Godkendelse til anvendelse pé en afgrgde med-
fgrer saledes ikke ret til anvendelse péa andre afgrgder. For de anvendelser, som et pesticid er
forbudt til eller endnu ikke godkendt til, bliver maksimalgransevardien for restindhold af det
pagzldende pesticid sat til LOD (lower limit of analytical determination). LOD er udtryk for
det lavest malbare niveau med en given analysemetode. Grensevardien bliver ikke sat til et
absolut nul, da dette i en analytisk og kontrolmassig sammenhang ikke giver mening, hvis

malemetoden ikke kan pévise helt ned til det absolutte nul.

Having regard to Council Directive 86/362/EEC of 24 July 1986 on the fixing of maximum
levels for pesticide residues in and on cerealsl, as last amended by Commission Directive

2002/ lOO/ECZ, and in particular Article 10 thereof,

Having regard to Council Directive 86/363/EEC of 24 July 1986 on the fixing of maximum
levels for pesticide residues in and on foodstuffs of animal origin®, as last amended by

Commission Directive 2002/100/EC, and in particular Article 10 thereof,

Having regard to Council Directive 90/642/EEC of 27 November 1990 on the fixing of
maximum levels for pesticide residues in and on products of plant origin, including fruit and

vegetables®, as last amended by Commission Directive 2002/100/EC, and in particular Article

7 thereof,

Whereas:

(D In the case of cereals and products of plant origin including fruit and vegetables,
residue levels reflect the use of minimum quantities of pesticides necessary to achieve
effective protection of plants, applied in such a manner that the amount of residue is
both as low as is practicable and toxicologically acceptable, having regard, in
particular to the protection of the environment and the estimated dietary intake of
consumers. In the case of foodstuffs of animal origin, residue levels reflect the

consumption by animals of cereals and products of plant origin treated with pesticides,
and where relevant, the direct consequences of the use of veterinary medicines.
Community maximum residue levels (MRLs) represent the upper limit of the amount
of such residues that might be expected to be found in commodities when good
agricultural practices have been respected.

MRLs for pesticides should be kept under review and may be changed to take account
of new information and data. MRLs are fixed at the lower limit of analytical
determination where authorised uses of plant protection products do not result in
detectable levels of pesticide residue in or on the food product, or where there are no
authorised uses, or where uses which have been authorised by Member States have not
been supported by the necessary data, or where uses in third countries resulting in
residues in or on food products which may enter into circulation in the Community
market have not been supported by the necessary data.

In the case of fenamiphos a Member State informed the Commission of their desire to
revise national MRLs in accordance with Article 8 of Directive 90/642/EEC, in the
light of concerns about consumer intake. Proposals for the review of Community
MRLs were submitted to the Commission.

In the case of phosmet the Commission was informed by the Rapporteur Member
State that intake assessments show that residues at levels of the present national MRLs
may give rise to risks to consumers of some agricultural products. To control the
intake situation in the European Community it is important that these MRLs be
harmonised. However, because the ADI and the ARfD have been changed in the light
of new available toxicological studies some MRLs can remain in place, others have to

be changed.

In the case of chlormequat, Member States and stakeholders informed the Commuission
that contamination of pears due to the environmental presence of chlormequat
continues to be significant. Monitoring data show that the decline of the residues is so
slow that the temporary MRL needs to remain in place for 3 more years.

In the case of lambda-cyhalothrin, kresoxim-methyl, azoxystrobin, folpet, 2,4-D, and
mancozeb some applications for new or changed uses were submitted to the
Rapporteur Member States. These uses were evaluated and it was calculated that these
uses would not result in unacceptable consumer exposure.

In the case of methamidophos new intake assessments show that residues at levels of
the present MRLs may give rise to risks to consumers of some agricultural products.
New toxicological studies confirm the ARfD that was fixed at a provisional basis.

The Commission concluded that it is prudent to modify some of the MRLs in view of
the possible risks to consumers. It is important that additional risk management
measures should be taken by the Member States to adequately protect the consumer.
For methamidophos and fenamiphos Member States shall have to review existing
authorisations in accordance with article 4 of Directive 91/414/EEC in order that
authorised uses do not lead to MRLs being exceeded.

The lifetime exposure of consumers to these pesticides in this Directive via food
products has been reassessed and evaluated in accordance with Community procedures
and practices, taking account of guidelines published by the World Health

Organisation’. It is calculated that the MRLs fixed in this Directive will not lead to the
acceptable daily intakes being exceeded. The ADI for chlormequat is 0.05 mg/kg bw
and the ARfD is 0.05 mg/kg bw; the ADI for folpet is 0.09 mg/kg bw and no ARID is
needed, the ADI for mancozeb is 0.03 mg/kg bw and no ARfD is needed; the ADI for
phosmet is 0.01 mg/kg bw (JMPR 1998)and the ARfD is 0.4(human volunteer study,
was 0.02,JMPR 1998) mg/kg bw; the ADI for methamidophos is 0.004 mg/kg bw
(JMPR 1996)and the ARD is 0.01 mg/kg bw (JMPR 2002); the ADI for fenamiphos
is 0.0008 mg/kg bw (JMPR 1996)and the AR{D is 0.003 mg/kg bw (JMPR 2002). For
lambda-cyhalothrin, kresoxim-methyl, azoxystrobin and 2,4-D, the ADI and ARfD are

in theirs review report respectively.

Where relevant, the acute exposure of consumers to these pesticides via each of the
food products that may contain residues of these pesticides has been assessed and
evaluated in accordance with Community procedures and practices, taking account of
guidelines published by the World Health Organisation. It is concluded that the
presence of pesticide residues at or below the MRLs proposed in this Directive will

not cause acute toxic effects.

For deltametrin veterinary uses are reported and MRLs are set in Regulation (EEC) no
2377/90° as amended by Regulation 1815/20017 . For poultry products and eggs the
residues from veterinary are covered by the MRLs of this Regulation. It is therefore
appropriate to delete the MRLs for poultry products and eggs in Annex II of Directive

86/363/EEC.

Through the World Trade Organisation, the Community’s trading partners have been
consulted about the MRLSs proposed in this Directive and their comments on these

levels have been taken into account.

The opinions of the Scientific Committee for Plants have been taken into account, in
particular its advice and recommendations concerning the methodology to be followed
for the protection of consumers of agricultural products treated with pesticides

Annexes to Directives 86/362/EEC, 86/363/EEC and 90/642/EEC should therefore be
amended

The measures provided for in this Directive are in accordance with the opinion of the
Standing Committee on the Food Chain and Animal Health,

HAS ADOPTED THIS DIRECTIVE:

Article 1

The maximum residue levels listed in the Annex to this Directive are added or replace those
listed in Annex II to Directive 90/642/EEC for the pesticides in question.

Article 2

In Annex II to Directive 90/642/EEC the entries for lambda-cyhalothrin on mandarines and
lemons shall be replaced by 0.1 mg/kg; the entry for kresoxim-methyl on strawberries shall be
replaced by 1 mg/kg; the entry for 2,4-D on oranges shall be replaced by 2 mg/kg, the entry
for folpet on spring onions, lettuce and similar, fresh herbs and spinach shall be replaced by 2

mg/kg, 2 mg/kg, 5 mg/kg, and 10 mg/kg, respectively the entry for mancozeb on radishes
shall be replaced by 2 mg/kg, the temporary MRL for chlormequat of 0.5 mg/kg on pears

shall apply until 31 July 2006.

Article 3

In part A of Annex II to Directive 86/362/EEC the following rows are added:

Article 4

In part A of Annex II to Directive 86/363/EEC the entries deltametrin on poulty products and
eggs shall be deleted.

Article 5

Member States shall bring into force the laws, regulations and administrative provisions
necessary to comply with this Directive by 31 July 2003 at the latest. They shall forthwith

inform the Commission thereof.
They shall apply those provisions with effect from 1 August 2003.

When Member States adopt those provisions, they shall contain a reference to this Directive
or be accompanied by such a reference on the occasion of their official publication. Member

States shall determine how such reference is to be made.

Article 6

This Directive shall enter into force on the seventh day following that of its publication in the
Official Journal of the European Communities.
