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BEGRUNDELSE

Ti nye medlemsstater tiltradte Den Europaiske Union den 1. maj 2004. I henhold til artikel 6,
stk. 2, 1 akten vedrerende vilkdrene for Den Tjekkiske Republiks, Republikken Estlands,
Republikken Cyperns, Republikken Letlands, Republikken Litauens, Republikken Ungarns,
Republikken Maltas, Republikken Polens, Republikken Sloveniens og Den Slovakiske
Republiks tiltredelse og tilpasningerne af de traktater, der danner grundlag for Den
Europeiske Union, 1 det folgende benavnt 'tiltreedelsesakten', godkendes de nye
medlemsstaters tiltredelse af aftalen om handel, udvikling og samarbejde med Den
Sydafrikanske Republik ved indgaelse af en protokol til denne aftale. Det kan ifelge artikel 6,
stk. 2, ske efter en forenklet procedure, da protokollen indgas af Rédet for Den Europiske
Union, der treffer afgerelse med enstemmighed pa medlemsstaternes vegne, med det
pageldende tredjeland. Denne procedure berorer ikke Fallesskabets egne befojelser.

Kommissionen har sédledes fort forhandlinger om denne tilleegsprotokol for den del, der
henherer under EF's kompetence, pd Det Europeiske Fallesskabs vegne og for den del, der
henherer under medlemsstaternes kompetence, pa medlemsstaternes vegne pd basis af
forhandlingsdirektiver, der blev udstedt af Radet den 26. april 2004, og i samrad med et
udvalg bestdende af reprasentanter for medlemsstaterne.

Tilleegsprotokollen indeholder de nadvendige tekniske tilpasninger af handels-, udviklings- og
samarbejdsaftalen, som folger af de nye kontraherende parters tiltreedelse, serlig vedrerende:

— Institutionelle bestemmelser: Protokollen indeholder en raekke justeringer som folge
af de nye medlemsstaters tiltredelse af denne blandede aftale samt en forogelse af
antallet af officielle sprog.

— Handelsbestemmelser: Handels-, udviklings- og samarbejdsaftalen foreskriver en
handelsliberalisering mellem Den Europeiske Union og Sydafrika, som i nogle
tilfelde er begranset til toldkontingenter. Disse toldkontingenter er blevet revideret
pa grundlag af den traditionelle handel mellem de nye medlemsstater pa den ene side
og Sydafrika p& den anden. Tilleegsprotokollen indeholder justeringer af disse, hvor
det er nodvendigt.

— Oprindelsesregler: De flersprogede bestemmelser 1 protokol 1 til handels-,
udviklings- og samarbejdsaftalen vedrerende definition af begrebet “produkter med
oprindelsesstatus” og ordningen for administrativt samarbejde er blevet andret med
tilfojelse af de nye medlemsstaters sprog.

Ovennavnte protokol er blevet forhandlet og aftalt med Sydafrika.

Den 28. februar 2005 traf Radet en afgorelse’ om undertegnelse og midlertidig anvendelse af
protokollen. Protokollen blev undertegnet i Pretoria den 25. juni 2005.

Nervarende forslag gelder en radsafgerelse om indgaelse af protokollen.
