graensevardier for restindholdet af pesticider, der er forbudt anvendt i EU

Dokument SANCO0/10694/2002

Resumé

Forslaget indebeerer fastsettelse af EU-maksimalgreenseveerdier (MRLs) for i alt 13 pesticid-
rester i fpdevarer. Grenseveerdierne fastscettes alle til den laveste analytiske bestemmelses-
greense (LOD). Pesticiderne er allerede forbudt anvendt i henhold til direktiv 79/117/E@QF. En
vedtagelse af forslaget skgnnes at haeve beskyttelsesniveauet, idet eksisterende grenseverdier
reduceres og nye greenseveerdier fastscettes til erstatning for en individuel vurdering efter Ra-

dets forordning nr. 315/93 af 8. februar 1993 artikel 2, stk. 1.

Baggrund

Kommissionen har ved SANCO/10694/2002 fremsat forslag til fastszttelse af EU-maksimal-

grenseverdier (MRLs) for en rekke pesticidrester.

Forslaget er fremsat med hjemmel i:

e Artikel 5 i Radets direktiv 76/895/E@F om fastsattelse af maksimalgransevardier for ind-

holdet af pesticidrester i og pa frugt og grgntsager.
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e Artikel 10 i Réadets direktiv 86/362/EQF om fastsattelse af maksimalgrensevardier for

indholdet af pesticidrester 1 og pa korn.

e Artikel 10 i Radets direktiv 86/363/EQF om fastsattelse af maksimalgrensevardier for

indholdet af pesticidrester i og pa levnedsmidler af animalsk oprindelse.

e Artikel 7 i Radets direktiv 90/642/E@F om fastsettelse af maksimalgrensevardier for pe-

sticidrester pd og i visse produkter af vegetabilsk oprindelse, herunder frugt og grentsager.

Forslaget behandles i en IIT b-procedure i Den Staende Komité for Fedevarekaden og Dyre-
sundhed. Hvis der er kvalificeret flertal, udsteder Kommissionen direktivet. Opnés der ikke
kvalificeret flertal, forelegger Kommissionen sagen for Radet, der kan forkaste forslaget med
simpelt flertal eller kan vedtage forslaget uzndret med kvalificeret flertal eller &ndre det med
enstemmighed. Handler Radet ikke inden en frist pa hgjst tre méneder, kan Kommissionen

udstede direktivet.

Nzrheds- og proportionalitetsprincippet

Der redeggres ikke nzrmere for nerheds- og proportionalitetsprincippet, da der er tale om

gennemfprelsesbestemmelser til allerede vedtagne retsakter.

Formal og indhold

Forslaget er en del af EU’s pesticidprogram, der om nogle ar skal munde ud i en fuldstzndig

regulering af samtlige pesticider i Fellesskabet.

EU’s pésticidprogram indebarer, at alle pesticider med tiden vil blive sundheds- og miljg-
messigt vurderet efter ens kriterier, ligesom der i alle medlemslande vil gelde felles grense-
veerdier for det maksimalt tilladte restindhold af pesticider i fadevarer. Der vil blive foretaget
en grundig vurdering af sikkerheden for restindholdet af hvert enkelt pesticid i hver enkelt fg-
devaregruppe. Der vil blive opstillet en positivliste over de pesticider, som medlemsstaterne
ma godkende til anvendelse pa deres omrade. Kommissionen vil harmonisere grensevardier
for rester af pesticider, der ikke kan opt::.'=s pa positivlisten eller er forbudt anvendt i EU, som
konsekvens af tidligere beslutninger i h- :0ld til Ridets di: - ktiv 79/117/E@F om forbud mod
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markedsfgring og anvendelse af plantebeskyttelsesmidler indeholdende visse virksomme stof-

fer.

Kommissionen foreslar som et led i denne proces fastsattelse af grenseverdier for rester i fg-
devarer af kviksplvforbindelser, aldrin, chlordan, dieldrin, HCH, hexaclorobenzen, camphe-
chlor, ethylenoxid, nitrofen, 1,2-dichloroethan, 1,2-dibromoethan, dinoseb og binapacryl.
Gransevaerdierne fastszttes alle til den laveste analytiske bestemmelsesgraense (LOD). Pesti-
cideme er allerede forbudt anvendt i henhold til direktiv 79/117/EQF.

De grensevardier for restindhold, som fasts®ttes, optages i bilagene til fglgende direktiver:
e Rédets direktiv 90/642 — vegetabilske produkter, herunder frugt og grgntsager
e Radets direktiv 86/362 — kom og kornprodukter

e Radets direktiv 86/363 — animalske produkter (restindhold fra fodermidler)

Udtalelser

Europa-Parlamentet skal ikke udtale sig om forslaget.

Gaxldende dansk ret

For kviksglv i bgrnemad er der fastsat en national grenseverdi pa 0,02 mg/kg i bekendtggrel-
se nr. 184 af 25. marts 2002 om visse forureninger i fgdevarer. Hvis der fastszttes EU MRLs
for kviksglvforbindelser i bilagene til pesticidrammedirektiverne, medfgrer dette, at indholdet
af disse kviksglvforbindelser samtidigt omfattes af pesticidbekendtggrelsens generelle gren-

severdi for pesticidrester i bgrnemad pa 0,01 mg/kg.

Der er fastsat nationale eller EU maksimalgrensevardier i pesticidbekendtggrelsen for stof-
ferne aldrin, chlordan, dieldrin, dibromoethan, dinoseb og binapacryl for de fleste fodevare-
grupper pé et hgjere niveau end den nu foresldede LOD. For stofferne HCH, hexachloroben-
zen og camphechlor findes grensevardier for korn og/eller animalske fgdevarer, mens der

ikke er fastsat grensevardier for dichloroethan, nitrofen og ethylenoxid.



Forbudet mod markedsfgring og anvendelse af ethylenoxid i henhold til direktiv 79/117/E@F
er med hjemmel i fgdevareloven suppleret med Miljgministeriets bekendtggrelse nr. 84 af 8.
marts 1985 om forbud mod salg m.v. af levnedsmidler og tilsetningsstoffer, der er behandlet
med ethylenoxid. Bekendtggrelsen fastsatter et nationalt forbud mod tilvirkning, salg eller

import af fadevarer, der er behandlet med ethylenoxid.

Restindhold af pesticider 1 de fgdevaregrupper, der ikke er omfattet af de ovennavnte regler,
er alle omfattet af den generelle bestemmelse i Radets forordning nr. 315/93 af 8. februar
1993 om fellesskabsprocedurer for forurenende stoffer i levnedsmidler, artikel 2, stk. 1 : ”’In-
gen levnedsmidler mé& markedsfgres, nar de indeholder et forurenende stof i et omfang, som

ud fra hensynet til den offentlige sundhed og iser pa det toksikologiske plan er uacceptabelt.”

Konsekvenser

En vedtagelse af forslaget skgnnes at have beskyttelsesniveauet, idet eksisterende graensevzer-
dier reduceres og nye grensevardier fastsattes til erstatning for en individuel vurdering efter

Raédets forordning nr. 315/93 af 8. februar 1993 artikel 2, stk. 1.

Vedtages forslaget, kan det implementeres ved ®ndring af pesticidbekendtggrelsen og forure-
ningsbekendtggrelsen. Det vurderes, at bestemmelserne i ethylenoxidbekendtggrelsen skal
oph&ves, da de i praksis svarer til de nye grensevaerdier, som fastsztter det laveste “nul”, som

reelt kan kontrolleres.

Forslaget har ingen statsfinansielle eller samfundsgkonomiske konsekvenser.

Hgring

Forslaget har veret sendt 1 hgring i en r&ekke organisationer og offentlige myndigheder i hen-

hold til fgdevarelovens § 6 samt veret i hgring i §2-udvalget.

Fgdevarelndustrien i Dansk Industri har bemarket, at man er positiv overfor, at der med for-

slaget sker en sundhedsmasig vurdering af pesticiderne.

oxide, nitrofen, 1,2-dibromoethane, 1,2-dichloroethane, dinoseb and binapacrylare
pesticides prohibited for use and placing on the market in the EC® because the use was
likely giving rise to harmful effects on human and animal health. In view of the
availability of some of these pesticides on the world market it is prudent to set
Maximum Residue Levels for all products at the Lower Limit of Analytical

Determination.

The opinions of the Scientific Committee for Plants have been taken into account, in
particular its advice and recommendations concerning the methodology to be followed
for the protection of consumers of agricultural products treated with pesticides

Annexes to Directives 76/895/EEC, 86/362/EEC, 86/363/EEC and 90/642/EEC should
therefore be amended

The measures provided for in this Directive are in accordance with the opinion of the
Standing Committee on the Food Chain and Animal Health,

Article 5

The maximum residue levels listed in the Annex to this Directive are added or replace those
listed in Annex II to Directive 90/642/EEC for the pesticides in question.

Article 6

Member States shall bring into force the laws, regulations and administrative provisions
necessary to comply with this Directive by 31 July 2002 at the latest. They shall forthwith
inform the Commission thereof.

They shall apply those provisions with effect from 1 August 2002.

When Member States adopt those provisions, they shall contain a reference to this Directive
or be accompanied by such a reference on the occasion of their official publication. Member
States shall determine how such reference is to be made.

Article 7

This Directive shall enter into force on the seventh day following that of its publication in the
Official Journal of the European Communities.

Article 8
This Directive is addressed to the Member States.
