om fastlaeggelse af Fzaellesskabets holdning for si vidt angér forleengelsen af
Den Internationale Overenskomst af 1986 om Olivenolie og Spiseoliven

(forelagt af Kommissionen)
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BEGRUNDELSE

Den Internationale Overenskomst af 1986 om Olivenolie og Spiseoliven, som EU er
medlem af, trddte i kraft den 1. juli 1986. Den blev @ndret i 1993 og forlenget til
1998. Den er forleenget med flere perioder og gelder indtil den 31. december 2004. I
henhold til artikel 61 1 Den Internationale Overenskomst af 1986 om Olivenolie og
Spiseoliven og artikel 9 i protokollen om @&ndring og videreferelse af overenskomsten
kan Det Internationale Olivenolierdd (IOR) dog treffe afgerelse om at forlenge
overenskomsten med pé hinanden folgende perioder, der hver iser ikke ma overstige
to ar, eller om at ophave den.

IOR’s medlemmer forhandler i gjeblikket om en ny overenskomst. Det er endnu ikke
klart, om de nuverende medlemmer af IOR nér til enighed om den nye tekst, for den
geldende overenskomst udleber. Der hersker heller ikke enighed endnu blandt IOR-
medlemmerne om vedtagelsen af en rakke foranstaltninger, som EU har foresldet
med henblik pd endelig at lose de administrative vanskeligheder i IOR’s sekretariat.
P& den 91. samling 1 december 2004 skal der derfor treffes afgerelse om enten at
forlenge overenskomsten med et &r indtil den 31. december 2005 eller om at ophave
den.

De budgetmaessige konsekvenser er folgende:

EU's bidrag til det administrative budget udger 750/1000, dvs. 75 %, der aftholdes
over budgetpost 0506 01. EU's bidrag til IOR's budget for 2004 som opfert 1
forslaget til Den Europaiske Unions almindelige budget for regnskabséret 2004
anslés til 3 923 000 EUR. Géar man ud fra, at der sker en forhgjelse pa hejst 4 % for
2005, kan EU's bidrag hgjst stige til 4 080 000 EUR for det regnskabsér.

Endvidere skal der ifelge overenskomsten betales et obligatorisk bidrag pa 500 000
EUR om dret til reklamefonden, og dette atholdes over budgetpost 05 08 05. EU's
andel er 802,8/1000, dvs. 80,28 %, og beleber sig derfor til 401 400 EUR om aret.
Dette belob er fast og forbliver det samme for 2004 og 2005.

Formalet med dette forslag er at bemyndige Kommissionen til pd EU’s vegne enten at
stemme for en forlengelse af overenskomsten indtil den 31. december 2005 under
forudsaetning af, at IOR-medlemmerne nar til enighed om de nedvendige forbedringer
af IOR-sekretariatets funktion, eller at s&tte sig imod yderligere forlaengelser af den
geldende overenskomst, indtil resultaterne af forhandlingerne om den nye
overenskomst savel som den vifte af administrative foranstaltninger, der er foreslaet
af EU, foreligger. Kommissionen forbeholder sig dog ret til at @ndre dette forslag, nér
disse resultater foreligger.

Den Internationale Overenskomst af 1986 om Olivenolie og Spiseoliven, i det folgende
benevnt overenskomsten, blev indgéet pad EF's vegne ved Réidets afgorelse
87/401/EQF', og der blev vedtaget andringer af den i 1993 ved Radets afgorelse
93/622/EF%. Den blev derefter forleenget med yderligere to &r ad gangen og gelder
indtil den 31. december 2004, medmindre Det Internationale Olivenolierad (i det
folgende benavnt IOR) beslutter at forlenge den med en yderligere periode, eller der
vedtages en ny overenskomst for denne dato.

Hovedformélene med overenskomsten er at fremme det internationale samarbejde pa
olivenolie- og spiseolivenomradet, at fremme forbruget af olivenprodukter i tredjelande
og at harmonisere kvalitetsnormerne for olivenprodukter blandt medlemmerne. Det kan
derfor veere 1 EF’s interesse, at overenskomsten forlenges, eller at der vedtages en ny
overenskomst, hvis der som folge af resultaterne af de igangverende forhandlinger kan
sikres en forsvarlig forvaltning af IOR's sekretariat.

Medlemmerne af IOR forer 1 gjeblikket forhandlinger ikke blot om en ny
overenskomst, som skal erstatte den geldende, men ogsd om vedtagelsen af en raekke
foranstaltninger, der har til formal at fa IOR’s sekretariat til at fungere tilfredsstillende.

Eftersom forhandlingerne om den nye overenskomst og om de foranstaltninger, der har
til formal at fa sekretariatet til at fungere tilfredsstillende, fores parallelt, kan der opsta
en situation, hvor sidstnavnte foranstaltninger er klar til at blive vedtaget, mens
forhandlingerne om den nye overenskomst ma fortsettes, efter at den gaeldende
overenskomst er udlebet.

Kommissionen, der repreesenterer EF 1 IOR, ber derfor bemyndiges til enten at stemme
for eller at sette sig imod en yderligere forlengelse af den gaeldende overenskomst —

8. FOLLOW-UP AND EVALUATION

8.1. Follow-up arrangements

The IOOC-activities are closely followed by its members and there are regular meetings which
are attended by Commission staff.

8.2. Arrangements and schedule for the planned evaluation

Activity reports are regularly distributed by the IOOC which allows an evaluation of the
activities. Commission staff reports back to the PROBA-group of the Council and the IOOC
activities are followed up in that context, too.

9. ANTI-FRAUD MEASURES

Articles 17(10) and 24 of the International Agreement on Olive Oil and Table Olives 1986 and
Article 28, lit (d) of the Internal Rules of the IOOC provide for control and audit mechanisms.
The accounts have to be certified by an independent account commissioner.

With regard to the contributions to the Promotion Fund the Commission carries out controls of
the accounts by own staff, as the case may be, on-the spot, and monitors the contracts.

Moreover, the IOOC-members have recently agreed upon an in-depth reform of the overall
financial management of the IOOC.
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
